Arthur Conan Doyle, who wrote sixty detective stories
between 1887 and 1927.

Holmes was a big hit in Doyle’s day and is still so
popular today that he is sometimes mistaken for a real
person. Still, there are things about him even his fans
don't really know.

after one of his teachers, but he named the detective
Sherlock Holmes after the poet Oliver Wendell Holmes.
Dr. John Watson, who was Holmes’s partner and
a medical doctor, was named after one of Doyle’'s
friends.

For Holmes’s office, Doyle used a real hotel in London,
which had been built before Holmes was created.

Sir Arthur Conan Doyle didn’t like his Holmes stories.
Sherlock Holmes came back to life because of his
fans.

Sherlock Holmes was a huge hit in England and the
United States, so Newnes asked Doyle to write for
another year.

Doyle wasn't interested at first. He loved writing, but
he thought the Holmes stories were not as good as his
other works.

He asked Newnes to pay him 1,000 pounds, which
was a huge amount of money at that time.

To his surprise, Newnes agreed. However, in “The Final
Problem,” the last story that year, Holmes was killed.
The public was not happy. His fans, his own mother,
and even the Queen asked for Holmes to live again.

In a new story written ten years later, he finally brought
Holmes back to life by explaining that it had only
looked like Holmes had died.
