In contrast, the students with average self-expectations
did not work well together.

The two groups reacted differently to an unexpected
problem.

When a man joined them and made the boxes fall, the
students with high self-expectations went back to work,
and finally built their tower up to seven stories.

The other group of students almost gave up when their
boxes fell down, and ended the task by building up to only
two stories.

What does this experiment tell us?

The students with high self-expectations believed that
they could work well.

Thanks to these expectations, they went ahead with
confidence and, in the end, performed better than the
other team.
