Instead, he moved forward 15 centimeters at a time,
pulling himself up with only his arms.

He went up the rock wall very slowly, but was finally
able to reach the top.

As teenagers, your future will be determined by how
you spend your time now.

Have a goal that you want to achieve and move toward
it one small step at a time.

If you keep moving little by little, you will move closer
and closer to your goal and, in the end, you will achieve
it.
