Q Drum : Many people, especially in Africa, live far
from clean water.

The problem is that water is too heavy to lift and carry
a long distance.

So, South African designers came up with an invention
— the Q Drum.

It is called the Q Drum because it looks like the letter Q.
This container can hold 75 liters of water, and it can be
rolled like a wheel.

LifeStraw : More than 6,000 people around the world
die each day from drinking dirty water.

The LifeStraw can save them.

It looks like a big straw.

Surprisingly, it can filter up to 1,000 liters of water and
can be used for up to one year.

A LifeStraw removes almost all bacteria and viruses
from dirty water.

Children can wear it around their neck and turn dirty
water into clean water at any time.

Liquid Glasses : According to the WHO, around a
billion people need eyeglasses.

Many of them make less than one dollar a day, so
eyeglasses are too expensive for them.

However, there is good news.

A British scientist invented special eyeglasses.
Interestingly, his lenses have liquid inside them!

When you turn a dial on each arm of the glasses, the
liquid comes into the lenses.

It is this liquid that controls the “power” of the lenses.
Hopefully, the price will soon go down to one dollar a pair.
Pot-in-Pot Cooler : In some countries, farmers can’t
keep vegetables and fruits fresh for a long time
because they don’t have enough electricity.

As a result, they have to sell them in a day or two.

The Pot-in-Pot Cooler can solve this problem.

The invention is very simple.

A smaller earthen pot is placed into a larger one.

Then wet sand is poured between the two pots.

The food is put into the smaller pot.

When the water in the sand evaporates, it takes away
heat from the smaller pot.

By using this cooler, farmers can keep crops longer.
